MINUTES OF JULY 27, 2015

The regular meeting of the East Bradford Township Environmental Advisory Council (EAC) was
held on Monday, July 27, 2015 in the East Bradford Township Administration Building, 666
Copeland Road, West Chester, County of Chester, PA 19380

CALL TO ORDER:
AT 7:01 pm the EAC meeting was called to order.

MINUTES:

Maura Sheehan made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 22, 2015 regular meeting
pending rewording of the Ice Museum comments. Steve Werner seconded the motion. There was
no further discussion and the motion passed unanimously.

DEVELOPMENT:

The sketch plans for the Tigue property were the only development plans discussed.
The EAC has the following recommendations for the 2 sketch plans submitted:

1. With the current MS4(Municipal separate storm sewer system)/TMDL (Total
maximum daily load) regulations and the fact that Plum Run is listed as
impaired, the EAC strongly recommends that any development result in no net
increase in stormwater flows from the property in its entirety. This is the same
recommendation that was made for the West Chester University (2012)
development plan.

2. The EAC also recommends strict compliance with all current stormwater
ordinances, zoning ordinances, riparian buffer ordinances and open space
requirements.

3. The EAC also recommends that there should be minimal disturbance of steep
slopes, forested buffers and woodlands within the planned development. It is
further recommended that any disturbances should be offset with
enhancement of the existing woodlands and riparian buffers.

4. Given that the development will connect to public sewers, the EAC
recommends that a detailed study of the collection, conveyance and treatment
systems should be undertaken to confirm that the system has the capacity and
is in adequate condition to handle the load from the proposed development.

5. The EAC also recommends that all stormwater management systems should
have detailed operation and maintenance plans and all maintenance performed
and the operating condition of these facilities should be reported to the
Township on an annual basis. In addition, it is recommended that a reserve

account be set up to fund ongoing maintenance of the stormwater
management systems.

6. Although the EAC does not review traffic issues, the EAC members strongly
encourage a detailed study of traffic impacts on Lenape Road (Route 52), Tigue
Road and New Street.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN UPDATE: Kathy Bergmann updated the EAC members on the
Comprehensive Plan committee’s activities. The results of the survey will be reported at the next
Comprehensive Plan meeting on August 5, 2015. A lot of committee discussions have been
focused on re-development of the current vacant businesses.

ROUNDTABLE: Kathy Bergmann reported on the Shaw’s Bridge tree meeting on June 9, 2015.
The EAC members decided that a volunteer work day be scheduled for early September to begin
maintenance work. The tree tubes will be removed and replaced with tree guards to protect from
buck rub. Kathy will determine the needed supplies and ask staff to order the supplies.

THE NEXT MEETING OF THE EAC: There will be no work session on August 3, 2015. The next
regular EAC meeting will be Monday, August 24, 2015.

ADJOURNMENT: On a motion by Maura Sheehan and seconded by Steve Werner this meeting was
adjourned at 8:15 pm.
